Whiskey Road, Aiken SC 
 

Coming from the East: 

 

From Interstate 20, take the first exit to Aiken (Exit 22, US 1 South).  Travel approximately 8 miles to 

Richland Avenue, turn right, and follow signs to 19 South. (You will go one block, turn left onto 

Chesterfield Street, and Chesterfield Street becomes Whiskey Road.) Continue on Whiskey Road 

approximately 2 miles, passing a small shopping center on the right (Mitchell Shopping Center.) Go 

through the next traffic light and H. Odell Weeks Center is on the left. Look for the main entrance to 

the Center on the left across the street from Veterinarian Services and Zaxby’s Restaurant (1725 

Whiskey Road).  

 

Coming from the West: 

 

From Interstate 20, take 19 South Exit 18 for approximately 8 miles, and that road becomes Laurens 

Street in downtown Aiken. Go through the business area on Laurens Street and turn left onto Park 

Avenue. At the second traffic light turn right onto Chesterfield Street. (Chesterfield becomes Whiskey 

Road.) Continue on Whiskey Road approximately 2 miles, passing a small shopping center on the right 

(Mitchell Shopping Center.) Go through the next traffic light and H. Odell Weeks Center is on the left. 

Look for the main entrance to the Center on the left across the street from Veterinarian Services and 

Zaxby’s Restaurant (1725 Whiskey Road).  

 

 

From Augusta, GA: 

 

If you take US 78 / US 1, turn right at Hitchcock Parkway (Rte 118), (when you reach the business 

area, this will be called Pine Log Road). Go a little over 4 miles until you reach Whiskey Road (Rte 

19), turn left (McDonald’s will be on your right and a gas station on the left as you turn). H. Odell 

Weeks Activity Center will be on your right after that gas station. Go past the Home Depot and look 

for the main entrance to the Center on the right across the street from Zaxby’s Restaurant (1725 

Whiskey Road) and Veterinarian Services. 

 

 

From the South: 

 

Take SC Hgwy 19 North (Whiskey Road) from Rte 278. After you pass Pine Log Road (there is a 

McDonald’s on your right at that intersection and a gas station on the corner on the right at the far 

side of the intersection.) Look for the main entrance to the Center on the right across the street from 

Zaxby’s Restaurant (1725 Whiskey Road) and Veterinarian Services.  

 

Parking: Park as near as you can to the main entrance on the right side of the building and use that 

door to access the area for the show.
